Applicants should present (in person) their original certificates and copies to the Department of
Education via the mail. Applicants for primary school teaching are expected to possess at least
five CXC / GCE subjects including English Language, Mathematics and a Science subject, while
applicants for secondary school teaching should possess at least two advanced level passes or
equivalent qualifications.
